AN ORDINANCE TO SUPPLEMENT AND AMEND

CHAPTER XIV, “WATER & SEWER”, SECTION 16.1

OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE 

BOROUGH OF SAYREVILLE, 1986, AS

SUPPLEMENTED AND AMENDED

(WATER & SEWER COMMITTEE)


CFO Kronowski explained that at this point he is coming in with the lowest possible increase while still providing water service to the residents of Sayreville.  He is recommending a 13% increase.  He said it would have been a 10% increase if it was instituted by January 1st, but since we will be losing three months, 13% is required now to cover the revenue required to cover the costs.

Councilwoman Eicher asked if the ordinance had been implemented back on January 1st the increase would have only 10%.

CFO Kronowski replied giving the calculations.


Further council discussion followed.


Councilman Perrette stated that this issue would be monitored monthly.  He announced that the quote in the Suburban newspaper on Jan. 21st was incorrect, and that our water rates compared to the surrounding municipalities are still the cheapest.


Councilman Bella commented that if the 10% increase was proposed back in December it would have had a better chance of passing.  He commended CFO Kronowski for all of his hard work and expertise in the budget process; however the percent is still too high for his liking.


CFO Kronowski explained that based upon the figures back in October/November it appeared that we needed almost a 40% increase to cover 2010 and it was after we got into January that we saw the revenue figures change.  We were able to bring it down to 19% and then from on the expenditure side bring it to a 13% increase. He cautioned the budget appropriations, which are almost 1 million dollars less than last year, may not be enough to carry us through 2010 that is how tight they crunched the numbers.  We just don’t know if our revenue figures are going to carry us through.  We still may be looking at a short fall in revenue.


Councilman Bella stated that the Steel Mill is in operation again and does not expect to close again and that our revenue is going to be more than projected.

Co. Siarkiewicz stated the mill is not going to be running at the capacity that it was running the last couple of years, so the revenue will not be the same.


Mayor said two years ago the Steel Mill was a 24/7 operation.

Councilman Kaiserman stated that the Steel Mill anticipates production to be quite steady over the next year and that they are even putting in another little office.   He then questioned the differences in percentages that were quoted last week.

Councilman Kaiserman questioned Councilman Perrette on the average cost of a family of four.


Councilman Perrette stated there is no average bill because everyone uses water differently.  However approximately $13.00 per quarter or $52.00 per year.


Councilman Kaiserman then questioned the percent of sewer rate increases in the past three years.


Response by Mayor O’Brien.


No further questions or comments.


Municipal Clerk Farbaniec questioned if this ordinance would be listed for introduction tonight.

2 o’clock a.m.  on every Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday,

 Thursday, and Friday.

ii. Two (2) guards between the hours of 1 o’clock p.m. and 

2 o’clock a.m. on every Saturday and Sunday.

iii. One (1) guard between the hours of 2 o’clock a.m. and

 8 o’clock a.m. on every day of the week.

b. Hillside will install, maintain, and monitor at least one video camera at each of the two recreation areas within Winding Wood Apartments.

c. Hillside will install and maintain signage at the entrance to Winding Wood Apartments indicating that the complex is private property, trespassing is prohibited, and violators will be prosecuted.

d. Hillside will install and maintain neighborhood watch signs throughout the complex at locations to be agreed upon between Hillside and the Sayreville Police Department.

e. Hillside will cooperate with the Office of Emergency Management in connection with the development of appropriate emergency procedures.  Hillside will, moreover, continue to communicate with the Sayreville Police Department, and will consider the implementation of any additional specific recommendations that the Sayreville Police Department may have with respect to security at Winding Wood Apartments. 

f. Within ninety (90) calendar days of the execution of a Settlement Agreement and Release, Sayreville will amend Sayreville Ordinance #71-08 as amended by Sayreville Ordinance #93-09 to render it consistent with the terms of the  Settlement Agreement and Release.  

g. Pending amendment of the Ordinance, Sayreville will not prosecute, file charges, or otherwise institute proceedings before any court or administrative tribunal for Hillside’s failure to comply with the current requirements of Sayreville Ordinance #71-08 as amended by Sayreville Ordinance #93-09, provided that Hillside complies with the terms of the Settlement Agreement and Release.

h. Within fourteen (14) calendar days of execution of the Settlement Agreement and Release, the Parties will execute and file a stipulation of dismissal with prejudice and without costs of the Complaint and Supplemental Complaint filed by Hillside against Sayreville in the Superior Court of New Jersey under docket number MID-L-11008-08.


WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the Borough of Sayreville has determined, upon the advice of the Sayreville Police Department, that the above terms are sufficient to protect the health, safety, and welfare of the residents effected thereby, and that it is in the interest of the taxpayers of the Borough of Sayreville to settle the above litigation,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Sayreville, in the County of Middlesex and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1. Subsection 2-3.1, “Organization, Regular and Special Meetings Section,” of Section 2-3, “MEETINGS,” of Chapter II, “ADMINISTRATION,” of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville, is hereby amended to provide for Council meetings to be held on the second and fourth Monday of each month, to read as follows:

2-3.1 Organization, Regular and Special Meetings. The Borough Council shall meet for organization on January 1 at 12:00 noon, following each general election or during the first seven (7) days in January in any year. Thereafter, agenda and regular meetings of the Borough Council shall be held on the second and fourth Monday of each month, to be called to order at 6:30 p.m. prevailing time. The meetings shall be held at the Borough Hall. The Mayor shall, when necessary, call special meetings of the Council. In case of his neglect or refusal, any four (4) members of the Council may call special meetings at such time and place in the Borough as they may designate. In all cases of special meetings, notice shall be given to all Council members or left at their places of residence. The Borough Council shall retain the authority to direct by way of resolution that any meeting be held at another Borough location other than Borough Hall. The Borough Clerk shall provide the usual prescribed notice for such meetings.


Section 2.  Severability Clause.

If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this Ordinance and they shall remain in full force and effect, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared severable.


Section 3.  Repealer.

All other ordinances in conflict or inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency. In the event of any inconsistencies between the provisions of this Ordinance and any prior ordinance of the Borough, the provisions hereof shall be determined to govern. All other parts, portions and provisions of the Ordinances of the Borough are hereby ratified and confirmed, except where inconsistent with the terms hereof.


Section 4.  Effective Date.  

This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon adoption and publication in accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey.

Those appearing were:

· Barbara Morris, Lorraine Avenue (Morgan Section of Sayreville)

Complaints regarding Pub 35 and presented the council with a petition of complaint against Pub 35 for their excessive noise levels and littering through-out the neighborhood.  She also commented that it is only December and was concerned what will happen when the warm weather comes.

· Debra Sulavy, Woodlawn Avenue (Morgan Section of Sayreville)

Expressed the same complaints stating she resides across the highway from Pub 35 and she still hears the noise loud and clear all through the night.

· John Moska, General Manager of Pub 35 Bar & Grill

Mr. Moska introduced himself as the General Manager of Pub 35 and that he had  no knowledge of this being discussed tonight.  He did indicate he has an understanding that there have been numerous noise complaints and wanted to address the issues tonight.  He stated that because of these complaints they have insulated the doors and windows, placed a canvass and vinyl drape for their awning. He spoke with the police on Tuesday and informed them they will make every effort not be a nuisance to the residents and police dept.
Mayor O’Brien informed him that every liquor license in Sayreville is looked at as a privilege and if the privilege is abused the Council will come down on the licensee.  He said they want everybody to do well in Sayreville, except when it interferes with public safety or quality of life for area residents.  He asked that they institute a work order for his establishment, for employees to patrol the parking lot and residential area early the next morning for litter, etc.  He recommended that he sit with these two ladies present tonight and review their concerns and be sure that they are addressed.  He wished them luck and hoped for their success as a proud part of the borough.

Co. Eicher questioned what the borough did when we had other noise complaints.

Business Admin. responded we would call the county and they would come out with a noise meter to register the level of noise.  However, historically by the time the individual got to the site the event was dwindling down.  We would then  have police officers stay about a block away and if they could hear it, it is obviously too loud, we then go in and tell them to turn it down clean it up and exit the facility.  We then build report files on the establishment which help in filing charges or conditions when necessary.

· Ken Olchaskey, 108 North Edward Street

Commented about Governor Corzine passing a law that said a developer that had gotten previous approvals for restricted housing and due to the economy are not selling they could come back and try and get approvals for housing without restrictions.  He said removing the restriction for age restricted housing on Kaplan’s development would bring in more school children and expenses.  He thanked Councilman Kaiserman and Councilman Bella for their support in fighting bill.

He went on to then question the sewer rate increases in the past and now.

Response by CFO Kronowski and Business Admin. Bertrand.

· John Rucki, Hendricks Court

Questioned the C.F.O.’s  Investment Reports, their performance, and types.

Response by CFO Kronowski.

Mr. Rucki asked how the borough made out with the Hillside Estates Security settlement.

Response by the attorney that they have agreed to provide security along with other measures in the settlement agreement which the police and the borough are in agreement with.

Councilman Bella questioned our liability and how much we were bonded for.
Response by CFO Kronowski.

· Barbara Kilcomons, 22 Schmitt Street

Stated that she was pleased there was a settlement that was advantageous in the Winding Woods case.

She then commented on the water rate ordinance, stating that everyone should pay for what they use.  She also commented that the borough should have negotiated again with the MCUA.

Questioned if we give Co-Generation plants a rebate or a discount on water.

Response by Mayor O’Brien that they do not get a rebate, but the borough gets a payment in lieu of taxes.  He said they pay for the water, and  are significant water users.  Further explanation given by Business Admin. 
She suggested having a financial consultant come in and review the water matter to see if it could be reduced even lower or other suggestions.
Mayor stated that it could be researched.

Co. Kaiserman agreed with Ms. Kilcomons suggestion.  Only asked that it be done quicker, before the increase gets passed.

Mrs. Kilcomons questioned how to apply for the senior citizen discount.

She was told to call the Water Dept.

· Robert Kominkiewicz, 103 Ernston Road

Disagreed with Mrs. Kilcomons, stating that hiring of a Financial Consultant would only cost the borough and taxpayers more money.

Mayor stated that this year the borough has the benefit of Councilman Perrette who comes from operations from a corporate level and that was his specialty.
Mr. Kominkiewicz thanked and complimented the police department for their investigation work in catching the people who were making harassing phone calls to his 95 year old father.

 Mr. Kominkiewicz then asked for a report on the Ernston Road and Bordentown Avenue project.

Engineer Cornell responded that the County is stating everything is in place with the property acquisition and they are in the process of scheduling the bid date.

Mr. Kominkiewicz asked if the water and taxes rates have always been separate and if this was the first time we had to increase the water rate.
CFO responded they have always been separate and they had been increased in the past.

Mayor also commented on the operation of the water dept, and that the borough had no knowledge of the Steel Plant shutting down or that it would be a wet summer.  He said that if the increase does not go in the water bill it would be attached to the tax bill and the residents will be paying for it in their tax bill subsidizing the large users.

Mr. Kominkiewicz stated he would rather pay a higher water bill than pay for the water in with his taxes.

Mr. Kominkiewicz then asked about the use of our water wells.

Engineer Cornell responded that the wells are contaminated and can’t be used for drinking water but are being used to help clean the aquifer.
Mr. Kominkiewicz then questioned what work was being done by the Victory Bridge opposite the old Amboy Cinemas.

Business Admin. stated they are beginning to clean up Parcel A of the National Lead project.

· Barbara Kilcomons, 22 Schmitt Street

Commented on the bonding of the water Treatment plant.
Asked about Hercules’ wells and if they ever made restitution to the community.

Response by Mayor O’Brien and CFO Kronowski that they had and continue to do so.

She then commented on our agreement with Middlesex Water Co.
CFO stated that there is an agreement in place that expires in April, 2013.

Business Admin. Bertrand stated that in our current production capacity we cannot meet the needs that are based on a per capita calculation for the entire boro.  Therefore, we need to continue our relationship with Middlesex Water or start to get the second phase of the Water Plant going so we could cut our needs with Middlesex Water.


No further questions or comments.
