Mayor commented about an article published last week in the Star Ledger regarding an ethics complaint filed by a councilperson alleging he may have violated State Law by meeting with a developer.  He stated that as Mayor he is the executive head of the borough and it is entirely appropriate and not unusual for a developer to approach the Mayor to gauge the receptiveness of the municipality to a particular project and that he did nothing wrong, illegal or unethical.  He said the complaint is entirely without merit and he is confident that the Dept. of Community Affairs will confirm this.  

He also expressed his displeasure about an accusation made by a member of the planning board accusing another of tampering with planning board tapes.

Councilwoman Eicher acknowledged the fact that they are a “kill shelter” and asked what their euthanasia cost was and if we checked into other shelters.
Business Admin. responded that their goal is to adopt first, then use euthanasia, and that it is included in the “cost”.   He stated they have also checked into other municipalities.

Councilwoman Eicher said Whiskers Rescue organization reached out to her again with regard to the TNR program and if the borough was interested or not. Stated that with the current Board of Health Ordinance which was being discussed, they would not be able to work with us.  She asked what the input  was from the council, because if it is the majority of the council that does not want it they would move on.

Mayor said he asked the President from the Board of Health to come to the next meeting for a presentation in order for us to move forward on the TNR issue and the ordinance.
Councilwoman Eicher asked the Business Admin. to give a weekly report on the use of Blumig Kennels.  How much is costs, how many cats and dogs come in and how many were euthanized.
c. Update on the planned commuter shuttle program and alternative funding source availability.  He informed the governing body that NJ Transit notified us that they no longer have operational money for us and suggested that we contact NJ Transportation Planning Agency.  He said they have the bus but not the operational money and that our only option was to go through CMAC.

 Mayor asked that a letter be sent to find out if it would be of no cost to the borough if we were to withdraw.  He also wants the Admin. & Finance Committee to review this, due to the fact that it is not what it was purported to.


Councilwoman Eicher expressed her opinion as to why that money may no longer exist.  She said the New Jersey Dept. of Transportation had a web site on this program and it’s funding.


Councilman Perrette said that he will look at what the new deal is and if the old deal is dead.

Councilman Bella asked if this program dies what will happen to the two new employees we hired for this program


Response by Business Admin. Bertrand that they would comply with the rules and regulations of the Dept. of Personnel.


Councilwoman Siarkiewicz asked how long the CMAC program commitment was for.

Business Admin. stated that it was a three year program for an equal amount each year, 75% of the annual cost for the first three years.

the Legislature is considering the expansion of this pilot program statewide, consolidating 

the duties of every municipality’s tax assessor into those of newly appointed county tax assessors ;and


WHEREAS, the Borough believes that local control of the municipal tax assessment and revaluation function is essential to the municipality’s ability to control costs and effectively budget for the future; and


WHEREAS, the Borough believes that the local knowledge and expertise of a municipal tax assessor familiar with the properties within a municipality and local 

conditions affecting the community cannot be effectively and efficiently reproduced at the county level; and


WHEREAS, the Borough believes that any potential cost savings to be realized by consolidation are outweighed by the local expertise and attention that local assessors currently provide to our State’s communities.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Borough Council of the Borough of Sayreville, County of Middlesex and State of New Jersey objects to and opposes the enactment of P.L. 2009, c. 118, and opposes any plan to expand the pilot program to include Middlesex County.

RESOLUTION OPPOSING LEGISLATION AMENDING

THE TIME OF DECISION RULE


WHEREAS, S-82 and A-437 are intended to modify the “time of decision” rule, which currently allows municipalities to change the zoning regulations during the pendency of an application for development; and


WHEREAS, the bills would deem as complete the ordinances in effect at the time of an application and shall govern the review of that application, and any decision made following upon that review;


WHEREAS, the “time of decision” rule is a judicially recognized principal that decisions are to be made on the basis of laws, ordinances and regulations in effect at the time the decision is rendered not upon application; and


WHEREAS, courts have applied the “time of decision“ rule to correct errors in zoning ordinances, thus giving local legislators the opportunity to correct legislative policy that had been found to be imperfectly expressed; and


WHEREAS, the “time of decision“ rule has permitted a municipality to give additional legislative consideration to serious and substantial land use planning concerns that, for whatever reason, had not been previously addressed in the ordinance; and


WHEREAS, application and zoning changes require public discussion and hearings, and S-82/A-437 would permit developers to “beat the clock” by filing applications and freezing the ability of local officials to act;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Sayreville in the County of Middlesex in the State of New Jersey hereby urges our State Legislators to oppose A-437 and S-82, and any legislation which would eliminate the “time of decision“ rule at the local level; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to Frank Lautenberg, State Senator, Frank Pallone, Jr., Assembly representatives, the New Jersey State League of Municipalities and the Office of the Governor.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER VII, “TRAFFIC,”

SECTION 7-10.3 “RIGHT TURN ON RED PROHIBITION,”

OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH

OF SAYREVILLE to AMEND TURN restrictionS AT CERTAIN
 INTERSECTIONS ALONG WASHINGTON ROAD

WHEREAS, the Sayreville Police Department has recommended the removal and alteration of the turn restrictions at certain intersections within the Borough as set forth below

WHEREAS, prior to the adoption of any ordinance which places any impact on roadways in an adjoining municipality, the governing body of the municipality seeking to adopt such ordinance must provide appropriate notice to the adjoining municipality; and

WHEREAS, the provisions of any ordinance adopted pursuant to N.J.S.A. 39:4-8 must be consistent with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways, consistent with accepted engineering standards, based on the results of an accurate traffic and engineering survey, and not place an undue traffic burden or impact on streets in an adjoining municipality or negatively affect the flow of traffic on the State highway system; and

WHEREAS, the municipal or county engineer shall, under his seal as a licensed professional engineer, certify to the governing body of the municipality or county, as appropriate, that any designation or erections of signs or placement of pavement markings has been approved by the engineer after investigation of the circumstances, appears to the engineer to be in the interest of safety and the expedition of traffic on the public highways, and conforms to the current standards prescribed by the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways, as adopted by the Commissioner of the NJDOT; and 

WHEREAS, the municipal engineer or county engineer has reviewed the proposed amendments to the Borough’s Traffic Ordinances, and has certified that they are consistent with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways, consistent with accepted engineering standards, based on the results of an accurate traffic and engineering survey, and that they do not place an undue traffic burden or impact on streets in an adjoining municipality or negatively affect the flow of traffic on the State highway system,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Sayreville, in the County of Middlesex and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 7-10.3, “Right Turn on Red Prohibition,” of Chapter VII, “TRAFFIC,” of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville, is hereby amended to 

A.
Eliminate the prohibition against making a right turn when facing a steady red signal (STOP) indication at the intersection of Washington Road and MacArthur Avenue while traveling Southbound on MacArthur Avenue; and

B.
Limit the prohibition against making a right turn when facing a steady red signal (STOP) indication at the intersection of Ernston Road and Washington Road while traveling Southbound on North Ernston Road to those times when children are present, 

by deleting the existing table inset listing the names of intersecting streets and locations of the prohibition, and inserting a new table inset listing the names of intersecting streets, locations of the prohibitions, as well as the times during which such prohibitions are in effect, to read as follows:

SECTION 2.  Signs.

All signs, posts, or other necessary materials, shall be installed to effectuate the intent of this Ordinance, such that any designation or erection of signs or placement of pavement markings shall have been approved by the engineer after investigation of the circumstances, shall appear to the engineer to be in the interest of safety and the expedition of traffic on the public highways, and shall conform to the current standards prescribed by the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways, as adopted by the Commissioner of the NJDOT.

Section 3.  Severability Clause.

If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this Ordinance and they shall remain in full force and effect, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared severable.

Section 4.  Repealer.

All other ordinances in conflict or inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency. In the event of any inconsistencies between the provisions of this Ordinance and any prior ordinance of the Borough, the provisions hereof shall be determined to govern. All other parts, portions and provisions of the Ordinances of the Borough are hereby ratified and confirmed, except where inconsistent with the terms hereof.

Section 5.  Effective Date.  

This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon adoption and publication, and approval by any other required authority in accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey.

to revise certain provisions regulating

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Sayreville, in the County of Middlesex and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 7-16.8, “Commuter Permit Only Parking Streets,” of Chapter VII, “TRAFFIC,” of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville, is hereby deleted in its entirety.

SECTION 2.
Section 7-25.4, “Municipal Lots Managed by Private Vendors,” of Chapter VII, “TRAFFIC,” of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville, is hereby deleted in its entirety, and replaced with a new Section 7-25.4, entitled “Commuter Parking,” to read as follows:

7-25.4
Commuter Parking.  No person shall park a vehicle and no vehicle shall be parked in any of the following locations without displaying a permit issued by the Borough of Sayreville for commuter parking.

A. Commuter Permit Parking Streets. 

1. Commuter parking by monthly permit is available to all Borough residents regardless of street address along the following designated street(s) or a portion(s) thereof:

B. Commuter Permit Parking Lots

1. Commuter parking by monthly or daily permit is available to both residents and non-residents at the following municipally controlled parking facility/facilities:

i.   Raritan Street Park and Ride Facility

C. Fees and Rules for Commuter Parking Permits.

1. The fees for commuter parking shall be as follow:

i.    Monthly Parking Thirty ($30.00) dollars per month.

ii.    Daily Parking Four ($4.00) dollars per day. 

  (Raritan Street Park and Ride only)

iii.  The monthly fee may be paid in advance up to one (1)    
 quarter, that is a three (3) month period or portion thereof, 

 and only for those permit holders paying monthly rates. 

 Permit holders utilizing a credit card for payment may be 

 subject to a processing fee. No fees paid hereunder shall be 

 pro-rated, refunded or reduced for any reason. Any 

 dishonored payment shall be subject to a thirty-two 

 ($32.00) dollar assessment.
2. Monthly permits shall be limited to no more than two (2) monthly permits per household at any one time.

3. Parking permits may not be assigned, transferred or resold.

4. Replacement of lost, stolen or damaged identifying devices is required. The fee for replacement is ten ($10.00) dollars.

5. All persons shall be subject to the rules and regulations of the Borough governing the use of permits to park in Commuter Permit Only Parking Streets and Lots. Such rules and regulations are set by the Borough and may be amended from time to time. The rules and regulations shall be provided to all applicants for permits at the time of application.

6. No vehicle may remain in a location identified in this Section (§7-25.4) reserved for commuter parking for more than 48 consecutive hours.

D. An addition to any other remedies provided by the Laws of the State of New Jersey or the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville, Violation of this Section (§7-25.4) shall be punishable by a minimum of a one-hundred ($100) dollar fine.  Each and every day in which a violation of any provision of this Section exists shall constitute a separate violation.

E. This Section (§7-25.4) may be enforced by the Sayreville Police Department or any Borough of Sayreville Parking Attendant.

F. Signs shall be posted at the locations indicated in this Section, identifying the locations as reserved for commuter permit parking.
Section 3.  Severability Clause.

If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this Ordinance and they shall remain in full force and effect, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared severable.
