Mayor announced that the President of the Central Jersey Construction Trade has come to speak before us tonight.


Bill Schluder, President of Middlesex County Building and Construction Trades

He asked that any redevelopment that could be done in the borough be considered by the governing body.  He emphasized how important it is to them due to the number of people now unemployed, both in the building trades and throughout the area.  He said these are residents of Sayreville, East Brunswick, South River, South Amboy, Perth Amboy, Woodbridge, Edison.  He explained how the Carteret Mayor had property turned over and is now making money off the redevelopment property.  


Mayor asked Mr. Schluder how it worked in Carteret.  Stated that tonight we have a Resolution listed to have two pieces of property to be considered an area in need of redevelopment and referred to the planning board for review and recommendation.


Mr. Schluder explained the process and asked that whatever the council could do the membership would appreciate.


Mayor asked the construction trades member present tonight to stand.


Mr. Schluder thanked the Mayor and Council for their time.


OLD BUSINESS   


Mayor O’Brien then asked if there were any questions, comments or objections on Resolution #2010-70, the resolution authorizing the Planning Board to investigate and determine whether certain properties, known as the Sayreville Landfill and the former Melrose Sewage Treatment Plant, constitute areas in need of redevelopment. (Approval to place Resolution on Consent Agenda granted on 3-8-10).


None heard.


Clerk Farbaniec announced that Resolution #2010-70 will be placed on the Consent Agenda Resolution lis
COMMUNICATIONS & COMMITTEE REPORTS


Mayor O’Brien announced that on Friday we received notice that the Governor cut the State Aid to the Borough by approximately 2.4 million dollars.  Due to this reduction the introduction of the Borough’s budget will be delayed until April 12, 2010.

Business Admin. Bertrand stated the amount of State Aid cut is $2,362,000.00.  

Mayor asked Councilman Perrette to schedule meetings with the Admin. & Finance committee and then the rest of the council.  He also asked that he look at scrubbing the League of Municipalities Convention.

Mayor O’Brien then said he would be going out of order tonight and called upon Council President to give her report.

· RECREATION – Co. Siarkiewicz

Councilwoman Siarkiewicz read the following into record:

On March 13, 2010 the residents of Sayreville experienced first-hand how dedicated and professional our personnel and first responders are.  As some of you know these brave and dedicated individuals were called to rescue and evacuate residents from dangerous flood waters.  Now that the emergency has passed these residents, in particular those from Weber Avenue, who were hit the hardest and suffered the greatest property damage are left to repair and rebuild their homes and we want the residents to know that we are here to help.  The Mayor and I have been working with Kirk Miick on addressing the needs of the residents of Weber Avenue.  In light of the severity and how widespread the damage is we believe the best way we can help is to waive any construction fees that the residents would have to pay out of their pocket, specifically those fees not covered by insurance.  It is our suggestion to the council that our residents who suffered damage as a direct result of the flood should be allowed to have these fees waived.  For details on the requirements for the fee waiver, if approved by council should be directed to Kirk Miick.  She also thanked Kirk Miick who went out every day, door to door, with the Sub-Code Official to see if the residents were okay and see if they needed anything.

Mayor O’Brien asked if there were any questions or comments from the Council and if there were any objections from the Council placing a Resolution on for the Waiver of Fees for these victims.

No objections heard.


Mayor O’Brien acknowledged Kirk Miick and his work with the flood victims.  He asked Mr. Miick to come forward and give a report.


Mr. Miick reported being in the flood areas on a few occasions.  Saturday when the flooding occurred, Tuesday with FEMA, then again on Thursday and Friday handing out fliers he made up with information he had gathered on what to do after a flood and what to put on the permit applications to identify that they were victims of that area to help expedite the permits.

Mayor O’Brien stated that Kirk Miick was also out in the areas in an effort to help the residents along with providing them with information to help protect them from predatory Insurance Adjustors and Contractors.  He said our Dept. of Public Works sent out trucks to help in the clean-up process.

Business Admin. further reported on the assistance provided along with help in the clean-up process.

Councilwoman asked if Charles Street in the Old Bridge section was also included.

Mayor asked if there was any objection to the waiver of fees as previously discussed.  If not a Resolution would be placed on the Agenda.

Councilman Kaiserman moved the following reports be received and filed:

Councilman Kaiserman stated that Councilman Perrette’s report about the census is important.  It is good for all of us because of the representation we would add at the State level which would help us in Washington securing funds, grants and other programs.

Councilman Kaiserman stated he was out responding as an EMT during the flood emergency.  Reported that all of the emergency responders did a wonderful job in responding to the incident.  He wanted to make sure that they were recognized.  The Fire, Emergency Medical Techs, Police and shelter volunteers, along with our Dept. of Public Works.
Councilman Kaiserman commented with regard to the two properties that are listed to be considered for redevelopment.  Asked that it be referred to SERA for their comments as it is in a redevelopment zone.  He said he fully supports our construction tradesman, but wanted to know if any of these properties could be used for borough use and the we could utilize the Construction tradesman on a project.

Councilwoman Eicher also thanked the Police, the Auxiliary Police, Fire, First Aid, OEM, members of the CERT, Loretta Albin, Marie Cooke, Helen Keister and others, along with their families for volunteering and allowing us to use their services during that storm.  She said she was at the senior center and the families that were there were taken care of. She appreciates their help.

Questioned if there was going to be a parade given by the Dwarkadhish Temple.


Response by Business Admin. that he has no knowledge of a parade taking place, nor has a parade been approved.

Councilwoman Eicher said that on March 16, 2010 she sent a letter to the Dept. of Community Affairs withdrawing her complaint of the ethics violations she felt the Mayor committed when he attended a meeting in a Woodbridge hotel with a developer and planning board member.  She said  she is not withdrawing this because it is without merit, but because the Middlesex County Prosecutors Office is in the process of investigating a complaint of someone tampering with the tapes of the Planning Board meeting.  She said a number of people from the planning board, along with herself, had been called in for questioning which shows the seriousness of this complaint.  This is a criminal investigation and her  complaint was to determine if ethics codes had been violated.  Stated that the two issues are separate, but serious and does not want the ruling of the Finance Board in any way to interfere with the Prosecutors investigation.  She said that in her letter she expressed her right to resubmit her complaint when the other investigation is complete and intends to do so.

Councilman Kelly moved the following monthly reports be received & filed:

Seconded by Councilwoman Siarkiewicz.

Councilman Kelly expressed his sadness for the residents affected by flooding damage from the storm.  He reported maximum allocation of manpower and equipment that were put at the disposal of the residents in the form of manpower, garbage trucks and dumpsters that were left in the vicinity to help with the clean-up and recovery. He reported on the tonnage that was picked up as a result.  He also reported being at the Senior Center to assess the needs there.  He went on to thank the members of the Public Works Dept. for their efforts.  


He went on to address a rumor that the borough was sitting on $62 million dollars in funds for the flood zone on Weber Avenue.  Stated it was false and asked the engineer to give comment.

Engineer Cornell stated that the Army Corp of Engineers are currently in the process of working on a flood study.  They are in a preliminary design stage at this point which probably began in the 2008 time frame.  Prior to that, they had done previous feasibility studies and other reports, stating that it impacts not only Sayreville but South River, Old Bridge and East Brunswick.  He said the $62 million dollar number that was talked about was the construction cost when the feasibility study was prepared in approximately 2002. In addition to that, there was some wetlands litigation  costs so the total project cost back then was approximately $115 million dollars. He said he does not have a current time line on the project.


Mayor O’Brien stated that this was the Army Corp of Engineers and not the Borough.

· WATER & SEWER – Co. Bella

REPORT OF CHAIR.

Councilman Bella  moved the following monthly reports be received & filed:

· Water & Sewer Director report for the month of February, 2010.


Seconded by Councilwoman Siarkiewicz.


Councilman Bella asked for the status of the Resolution he had asked for requesting the reversal of Governor Corzine’s Senior Housing restriction, the 55+ restriction which would allow developers to apply to the towns removing the Senior Housing Restriction.

Business Admin. Bertrand responded that at the conclusion of the discussion at the Feb. 22nd meeting it was determined that a letter be sent, which was done and he would e-mail him a copy.  He also stated a Resolution could also be done if he wished.


Mayor asked if there was any opposition to a Resolution to Gov. Christie objecting  the change in Land Use Law made by past Governor Corzine.  He explained the process that if a project had been approved for senior or age restricted (age 55+), in December Governor Corzine signed a law which said anything that was in the approval stage (had been approved but not yet built) could convert to “Market Rate”.  He said this would mean an additional burden of children in the school system.  He said the whole purpose of senior or age restricted housing was that there would be no cost on the school board.


No objections were made. Mayor asked for the Attorney to prepare a resolution for the next meeting.

Councilman Bella also asked for an update on the resident in the Old Bridge section requesting to purchase or lease borough owned property.  He asked what the next step was in the process.


Attorney Verrone stated that there would be an ordinance necessary authorizing the lease of public property calling for the receipt of public bids.  Bids would have to be received and awarded at the highest rate or bidder.

Mayor asked if this required three (3) appraisals.


Attorney Verrone responded that appraisals would not be necessary, you would have to determine what fair market value would be, but now we are talking about leasing.

Mr. Bella said he understood that the residents requesting the lease would be willing to incur all costs and the lease would be at least the amount of property taxes the Borough collects.


Councilwoman Siarkiewicz questioned the Borough’s liability if we leased the property.

Business Admin. stated that the lesee would have to sign a Hold Harmless Agreement, Insurance and Indemnification before we entered into the lease.

Councilman Perrette wanted to be sure there was no conflict with Open Space and any of their future plans.  He also announced he had asked the Open Space Committee to provide him with a list of properties that the borough could consider selling.


Councilwoman Siarkiewicz recognized that we received notice that the Borough of Sayreville has been officially named Tree City USA by the Division of Parks and Forestry and will be presented an award on April 30, 2010 at a ceremony at 11AM at the 13th Avenue School, Newark, NJ.



Voice from audience – Asked to be heard regarding the flooding issues.  Have families to put to bed and cannot wait until end of night.

Mayor asked if the majority of people in audience were resident affected by the flood.


The reply was that they were.


Mayor asked the council if they would object to opening the meeting right now to the public in order to hear from the flood victims.

Those appearing were:

· Arthur Utter, 38 Weber Avenue

He summarized the promises made to the residents over the years of floods, 1974, 1977, 1992 (two storms), 2007 and now are back again stating that each time promises were made.
He said there was a project sign placed in 2002 behind their homes that stated it would be completed in 2005.  Then the sign disappeared in 2003,and no project started.
Engineer replied that there have been a number of projects in the area,  such as the borough performing work on the pumping station, which has been completed.  Engineer Cornell stated he was not aware of any project signs being placed in conjunction with the building of a dyke.  Mr. Cornell said there were public hearings held here with the Army Corp of Engineering, that at that point it was never even indicated that construction was going to start in 2002.  He further reviewed the construction cost as previously stated.
Discussion on it being a Federal Project with public funds and amount of taxes they pay.
Councilwoman Siarkiewicz suggested having the Army Corp of Engineers come and speak to the residents.
· Linda Gates, 66 Weber Avenue

Gave the Governing Body a snippet of her Saturday Night and how horrifying it was for her eight year old daughter and family and how they are forced to live now.
· Larry Gates, 66 Weber Avenue

Asked for the Council to be proactive and help the residents.  
Commented on:

The number of surveys they have been asked to complete in the past;
The pumps in the street;
The building of levies and dykes.

Response by Business Admin. as to what took place on Saturday night. Spoke on how he advised the governing body to stay clear of the area and that perhaps they could help at the Sr. Center.  He stated he was there and he reported all vital information back to the governing body directly.  He also spoke about their interaction with FEMA.

Mayor responded that Sayreville is still a small town, and with the best of our recourses we are here to help our residents to the abilities that we can help.
Councilman Perrette asked if there was an Associate in person who would be the   contact point from the area to provide the rest of the residents in the affected area  with information.

Mayor stated  there is immediate action that is needed and action following.  He said that between the governing body and the professionals, we would reach out to those responsible in the Federal Government to find out just where this process stands.  Knows that this process goes back a generation and that there have been a lot of talk, studies and numbers but no action.
          Mr. Gates again pleaded for help and asked the governing body not to let this die.

· Arthur Utter 
 Said the Army Corp of Engineering came in last July and told him they just received 250,000. to do a survey.  When he asked what they were going to do after the survey, they responded that they were thinking about putting in larger sewers.  Mr. Utter said that larger sewers would not take care of the flooding when it occurs.   He further commented on the amount of people who did not have flood insurance.
· Kathy Hogue, 100 Weber Avenue
Stated that her basement was totally submerged.  Didn’t see anyone from the borough walking around until someone walked into her home from the borough. Stated she needed construction permits, while she was meeting with her construction crew helping cleanup.
Mayor O’Brien asked the Construction Official Kirk Miick to come to the  microphone.

Mr. Miick stated that they were walking the neighborhood handing out the information pamphlets when they saw electrical contractors there.  They never stopped the work, and when asked about permit fees he told her there were no fees at this time and it would be discussed at the meeting to see if the council would waive the fees for these residents.  He said they were told to come in and apply for the permits to be sure that the contractors the residents are using would be in compliance for their safety.  He advised the residents and contractors to be sure they do not charge the breakers because you cannot be sure how they would react if wet or underwater. 
Mayor O’Brien announced that the borough is not here to make money on this catastrophe.  What we did do was make sure that any work the residents would have done would be done professionally and that the affected residents not be taken advantage of or preyed upon, which happens in situations such as this.  That was the total intention of our Construction Dept.  He further explained the efforts made by all workers and volunteers that were there to help that night and days following.  He apologized if there was any misunderstanding.

· Cynthia  Manley, 42 Weber Avenue
She explained how she was affected that night and how she and her children had to be rescued.  She thanked those who came to rescue them and explained how good they were with her and her family.  She further explained her losses that night.
She asked for help.

Mayor asked that she stay and provide her contact information.

· Resident, Weber Avenue

Suggested that information be supplied on a quarterly basis to show the steps the borough is taken and progress.
· Fran O’Conner, Weber Avenue

Spoke on behalf of her community expressing the pain her community had gone through that night and how hard they all work to keep up their homes.  She stated how they took their lives and had to throw it to the curb in black bags.  She thanked the Dept. of Public Works employees who respectfully picked up their tons of belongings, which became trash.  She expressed their frustration that goes back a number of years.  She said that in today’s day and age there has to be some type of warning system that could warn residents in that area where flooding danger exists, and this should be done by Sayreville in the immediate future.  She said in twenty minutes the street was flooded.  She explained the many floods they have experienced over the years.
She spoke about the efforts and studies done by the Army Corp. of Engineers over the years. Asked for something on the local level to push the Army Corp of Engineers  forward faster , to find out where the monies are that were allocated for this project, and how long it is going to take to complete it.

· Mike Zollinger, Weber Avenue
Questioned who owns the property behind the homes (the wetlands).
Mayor responded that he believed that SERA owns some of the property but would find out who owns the rest.

Mr. Zollinger expressed his frustration about all of these other organizations being concerned about the wildlife but not human life and the feasibility studies that is holding up the construction of the dyke.  He suggested solutions to the flooding problems, if that property is owned by the borough.
· Zigmund Dombrowski, 32 Weber Avenue
Asked what the borough was doing to get restitution from FEMA for the affected residents.

Business Admin. responded that Barry Eck is working with FEMA and that he just happened to be in the area helping FEMA arrived.  Stated that we offered to supply FEMA with a report on the amount of trash to help expedite FEMA.

Mr. Dombrowski commented on the wonderful job the sanitation department did.  He said he approached the people from FEMA and gave them his house number and they never came back.

· Mike Scalachieski, 60 Weber Avenue

Commented on the garbage in the back on their homes, on the streets, and scavengers.
Response by Business and Mayor O’Brien.
Mayor stated that he wanted the basements of the homes pumped out but was informed by Emergency Management we could not because the ground is saturated.  If we were to pump out the basements the static pressure from the ground could collapse the foundations of the homes.  So there is a system of checks and balances.
Mayor asked if the river brought in all types of debris.

Mr. Arthur Utter reported that it did bring in all kinds of debris from the river.
· Resident 

Asked if the borough could send the garbage trucks back on a daily basis.

Mayor said we would send them out for another week and afterwards asked that they advise on their needs.  
She then questioned why she always has to call to get the pumps turned on.
Business Admin. stated that they were automatic.
· Joanne ___________

Weber Avenue 
Questioned why the homes flooded within 15 minutes and why there was a police car stationed there why they weren’t notified or warned.

Mayor said that he was looking into if there was a flooding system for the Raritan Basin.

Mayor asked if we could put together 6-12 people from the affected area to meet with the Office of Emergency Management and other borough people to go through the points and learn from this event.
· Bruce, 92 Weber Avenue

Expected the elected officials to have been out there so that you could have seen what was going on. Is now expecting to be kept up to date on what they expect to do to help them.
Mayor replied that he does the best to his ability and apologized.

· Robert Hoff, 107 MacArthur Avenue
Owns a building where five families are now displaced.  Pays high property taxes asked that the council do something for the taxes.
· S. Manley, 42 Weber Avenue
Invited the members of the governing body to see the destruction and mud in his basement.

· Resident
Questioned helicopters coming through the area every now and then.

Mayor responded they do not belong to the borough and did not know who they belong to.

· Robert Hoff, 107 MacArthur Avenue

Requested a reduction in the property taxes for this year so that they could make repairs to their homes.
· Arthur Utter

Commented on a pipeline behind their home that has a trap which is supposed to keep the flood waters out, and the trap is broken and has been.

Mayor said that we would take a look at it.

No further questions or comments.

Mayor asked that any of the residents wanting to leave their contact information stay a minute and do so with the clerk.
· Councilman Kaiserman stated that last Saturday he went to the Emergency Squad to help out any way possible.  He asked the Engineer if he knew what flood zone they were in.
Engineer responded that the entire area of Weber Avenue and MacArthur Avenue are in the 100 year flood zone.

Councilman Kaiserman asked that a resolution be sent to the Army Corp of Engineers, FEMA and the Governor urging them to speed up the process and request Grant money.

He then commented on other areas of the United States where precautions such as the placement of walls and sandbagging was done in advance, this has never been done here.  He also suggested a reverse 911 system when we know the potential exists so we can get a call out there and advise everyone that something may happen.  He said if he could get someone to watch his child tomorrow he would go out tomorrow and survey with the residents.
He thanked all of the emergency services people who were out there along with the Dept. of Public Works, Police, Police Auxiliary for their hard work, which was reactive.  Then asked what they could do to be proactive.
Councilwoman Eicher asked if there was a link we could put on the web site for residents who would like to donate to help the affected residents.

Business Admin. Bertrand replied that he would put up a link for this purpose.

She apologized for not going out to the area, not realizing what they were going through, if she had realized she would have been there.

Mayor asked if there were any further questions or comments on the flooding issue.

No one came forward.

Mayor asked for the Clerk to get the contact information from the resident.  He said that once this was done we would resume the meeting.
Mayor called the meeting back to order.  He asked for a Roll Call.

Clerk Farbaniec called the Roll.

Councilpersons Bella, Eicher, Kaiserman, Kelly, Perrette, Siarkiewicz.  All Present.

Mayor O’Brien called the governing body forward to make the following presentation.

ORDINANCE #120-10
 





WHEREAS, the Local Government Cap Law, N.J.S. 40A: 4-45.1 et seq., provides that in the preparation of its annual budget, a municipality shall limit any increase in said budget to 2.5% unless authorized by ordinance to increase it to 3.5%   over the previous year’s final appropriations, subject to certain exceptions; and,

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.15a provides that a municipality may, when authorized by ordinance, appropriate the difference between the amount of its actual final appropriation and the 3.5% percentage rate as an exception to its final appropriations in either of the next two succeeding years; and, 


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Sayreville in the County of Middlesex finds it advisable and necessary to increase its CY 2010 budget by up to 3.5% over the previous year’s final appropriations, in the interest of promoting the health, safety and welfare of the citizens; and,


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council hereby determines that a three and one-half percent (3.5%) increase in the budget for said year, amounting to $1,310,491.00 in excess of the increase in final appropriations otherwise permitted by the Local Government Cap Law, is advisable and necessary; and,


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council hereby determines that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of the next two succeeding years.


NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Sayreville in the County of Middlesex, a majority of the full authorized membership of this governing body affirmatively concurring, that, in the CY 2010 budget year, the final appropriations of the Borough of Sayreville shall, in accordance with this ordinance and N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14, be increased by three and one-half percent (3.5%), amounting to $1,310,491.00, and that the CY 2010 municipal budget for the Borough of Sayreville be approved and adopted in accordance with this ordinance; and, 


BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that any that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of the next two succeeding years; and,


BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance as introduced be filed with the Director of the Division of Local Government Services within 5 days of introduction; and, 


BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance upon adoption, with the recorded vote included thereon, be filed with said Director within 5 days after such adoption.
