a. Authorization to execute the amendment to the Residential Maintenance Agreement between the Borough and Middlesex County.  The amendment is strictly for the acceptance of year two funding under this program in the amount of $4,500.
Public Works: 

a. Authorization to contract for the provision of Sprinkler System maintenance and repair services with April Showers Sprinkler Company of Piscataway.
