At this time Mayor O’Brien asked Municipal Auditor Scott Clelland to give an update as to where the Board of Education Budget Review stands.

Scott McClelland reported that they have asked the Board of Education a series of questions related to the defeated 2010/1022 School Board Budget.  They are still in the process of gathering information from the School Board.  They received receipt of Extra Ordinary Aid today.  It amounted to approximately $150,000. dollars, so as of tonight they are not ready to provide any recommended cuts, but the process will continue this week.
Mayor said he would like to put together a final budget team consisting of two members of the council and 2 members of the Board of Ed which will continue the final detail work of the School Board Budget reconciliation.  He called for another meeting next Monday, May 17th at 7:30 PM.  He called for Nick Perrette and Ken Kelly to form the Council and asked if anyone else wanted to be on the committee.

Councilwoman Eicher said that she would if the time was appropriate.


School Board President Mike Macagnone addressed the governing body expressing that Sayreville has an excellent school system with competent people running it and on the many good qualities that Sayreville possesses. He also addressed what was going on in other school districts as opposed to Sayreville.  He asked that as they further review the budget they take into consideration what may happen with further cuts.

Mayor asked that he get in touch with Councilman Perrette.


Mayor asked if the Union wanted to make a statement.


Appearing was:

Lucy Bloom, President of the Sayreville Education Association.  She said over 130 of their members received “pink slips”.  She said they are concerned for their jobs and for the children that they teach.  She asked they keep that in mind as they make their recommendations.


Mayor said that the reps from board of education and the governing body will meet to discuss the details of the School Budget.  The governing body will meet next week, Monday specifically,  for the final discussion and probable vote on the School Board Budget by the Governing body.


Mayor asked if there were any further questions or comments of the School Board budget.


Dr. Frank Alfano thanked the Governing body for all that they do for the children. He also commented regarding an e-mail vilifying the Board, stated they did not cause the economic problems.  He said they are not so much the problem, but the solution and will make this community the best it could possibly be.


Further comments made by the Mayor to the School Board members, superintendents and teachers.

Mayor called for the continuance with borough business on the agenda.

AN ORDINANCE authorizing the lease to the

highest bidder upon conditions, following the

receipt of sealed bids, of certain property

identified as Block 3, Lots 116 and 117 on the

Tax Map of the Borough of Sayreville

WHEREAS, the Borough of Sayreville is the owner of real property identified as Block 3, Lots 116 and 117, on the Tax Map of the Borough of Sayreville (hereinafter the “Property”); and

WHEREAS, the Property is without Borough improvements and remains unused by the Borough; and 


WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:12-14 authorizes a municipality to lease real property owned by the Borough not needed for public use, to a private person, if such lease is made to the highest bidder following public auction or the receipt of sealed bids; and

WHEREAS, the Borough seeks to solicit sealed bids for the lease of the property, for recreational use, subject to conditions; and 


WHEREAS, the Borough of Sayreville has determined that it would serve a public purpose for it to lease the Property, to the highest bidder; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Sayreville, in the County of Middlesex and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1.
A lease of the Property shall be awarded to the highest bidder(s) submitting a sealed bid. The minimum bid shall be $140.00 per month, with a minimum annual rental increase equal to the percentage of any municipal tax increase in the prior year. The Borough reserves the right to reject all bids where the highest bid is not accepted or as may be in the best interest of the Township. 

SECTION 2.
The Borough Attorney is hereby authorized to draft specific terms and conditions of said lease, and to incorporate them into an invitation to bid.  Such conditions shall include, at a minimum, the following:

A. The lease shall be for no more than five (5) years, renewable with the consent of the Borough and the lessee for no more than three (3) additional five-year terms (20 years total).  

B. Aside from the lease payments to the Borough, no revenue may be generated from the Property for the benefit of the lessee or any other party.

C. The Property is vacant land and may be utilized for recreational purposes only. 

D. The lessee shall be required to maintain a policy of insurance for the types and amounts of insurance as recommended by the Borough’s risk manager, which types and amount shall be included in the bid. Such insurance shall name the Borough as an additional insured against any and all claims for personal injury or damage, which may occur on the Property or as a result of the lease or use of the Property.

E. The Property shall be leased “as is.”  No warranties, express or implied, shall be given by the Borough as to the fitness of the Property for any use.

F. The lessee shall agree to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the Borough, its successors and assigns, officers, employees, engineers, consultants, agents, contractors and/or designees, as the case may be, against any and all claims arising out of the lease, including claims arising from the condition of the Property or any materials, substances, or vegetation found thereon, or the use of the Property by the lessee, a licensee, invitee, or trespasser, including claims for injury to persons or property, and any claims alleging violation of federal, state or local law or regulation limiting use of the Property.

G. The lease shall be subject to termination on ten days’ notice should the United States or the State of New Jersey determine that the lessee’s use of the property is in violation of Federal or State law or regulation limiting use of the Property.

H. No new improvements may be constructed on the Property.

I. Upon termination of the lease, all improvements, including any improvements existing on the Property prior to the lease term, shall have been removed by lessee.

J. The lessee shall be required to post a security deposit equal to two months’ rent to cover any damage that may occur to the property, as well as the cost to return the property to a vacant state, including the cost to remove any improvements thereon.

K. In addition to rent payments, the lessee shall be responsible for all real estate tax payments due on the Property during the lease term in the event that private use of the Property results in the loss of the Property’s tax exempt status.

SECTION 3.  The Borough Clerk is hereby authorized to advertise for the receipt of sealed bids for lease of the Property, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:12-14.  The advertisement shall include a statement that the Borough reserves the right to reject all bids where the highest bid is not accepted or as may be in the best interest of the Township.
SECTION 4.  The advertisement shall list all the conditions above, and shall also state that all bids must be accompanied by cash or certified check payable to the Borough in the amount of ten (10%) percent of the amount bid for the first lease term, but not in excess of $20,000.00.  If the successful bidder does not execute a lease agreement with the Borough within ten (10) days following presentation of the lease for execution, the bidder’s deposit shall be forfeited. All bids shall be referred to the Mayor and Council for review and final approval. Acceptance or rejection of the bid shall be made not later than the second (2nd) regularly scheduled meeting of the governing body following the completion of the bidding and, if the Borough Council shall not so accept such highest bid or reject all bids, said bids shall be deemed to have been rejected.

Section 5.
Severability Clause.

If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this Ordinance and they shall remain in full force and effect, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared severable.

Section 6.
Repealer.

All other ordinances in conflict or inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency. In the event of any inconsistencies between the provisions of this Ordinance and any prior ordinance of the Borough, the provisions hereof shall be determined to govern. All other parts, portions and provisions of the Ordinances of the Borough are hereby ratified and confirmed, except where inconsistent with the terms hereof.

Section 7.
Effective Date.
