AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER XXX, 

“tree conservation and reforestation,” 

to remove a developer’s option of 

dedicating sapling trees to the borough

 and to dedicate tree bank funds to the funding

 of the shade tree commission.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Sayreville, in the County of Middlesex and State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1. Paragraph “b.(6.)” of Section 30-7, “Standards,” of Chapter XXX, “TREE CONSERVATION AND REFORESTATION,” of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville, is hereby amended to remove the applicant’s option of dedicating sapling trees in lieu of replanting trees on the construction site, to read as follows:

6.   In lieu of replanting trees on the construction site, an applicant shall have the option of making the appropriate monetary contribution, as listed under Section 30-8, "Fees" herein, to the Borough's Tree Bank Fund, which shall be administered by the Borough’s Chief Financial Officer.

SECTION 2. Paragraph “b” of Section 30-8, “Fees,” of Chapter XXX, “TREE CONSERVATION AND REFORESTATION,” of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville, is hereby amended to remove the applicant’s option of dedicating sapling trees in lieu of replanting trees on the construction site, to read as follows:

b. If an applicant should decide not to replace trees on his site, a contribution in the amount of two hundred ($200.00) dollars per replacement tree as required by this Chapter shall be paid by the applicant and deposited in the Borough Tree Bank Fund.

SECTION 3.  Paragraph “d” of Section 30-8, “Fees,” of Chapter XXX, “TREE CONSERVATION AND REFORESTATION,” of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville, is hereby amended to change the permissible uses of the monies in the Tree Bank Fund, to read as follows:

d.
Fees collected under the provisions of this Chapter shall be deposited in the Borough Tree Bank Fund.  The monies held in the Tree Bank Fund shall be used to fund the annual appropriation for the operation of the Commission as determined by the governing body, pursuant to Section 2-31.9 of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Sayreville.  Should the Commission determine during the course of the year that it requires additional funding to carry out its authorized purposes, it shall advise the governing body, which may appropriate such additional funds as it deems necessary.

Section 4.  Severability Clause.

If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this Ordinance and they shall remain in full force and effect, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared severable.

Section 4.  Repealer.

All other ordinances in conflict or inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency. In the event of any inconsistencies between the provisions of this Ordinance and any prior ordinance of the Borough, the provisions hereof shall be determined to govern. All other parts, portions and provisions of the Ordinances of the Borough are hereby ratified and confirmed, except where inconsistent with the terms hereof.

Section 5.  Effective Date.  

This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon adoption and publication in accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey.

Councilwoman Eicher asked if anyone checks the trees in Burkes Park, etc. for stability.  Concerned about the numerous events that take place there and that loose branches or a diseased tree may fall and hurt someone.

Councilman Kelly responded that he was at Burkes Park last after the storm and found there were several large dead trees or branches that would be removed. The matter is being handled by the Parks Dept.

Councilman Kelly reported progress in Public Works.


He then announced that the beautification of the front of borough hall will be put off until spring.

Councilwoman Makowski stated that American Traffic Solutions, Inc. is interested in providing Sayreville with a demonstration on the Red Light  Camera Technology.


Attorney Verrone stated that this item is will be going out for bid/RFP for Red Light Cameras the borough should not be entertaining presentation from any of the vendors.

Councilwoman Makowski stated that we already had a demonstration from another vendor.


Councilwoman Siarkiewicz stated that demonstration was during the discussion process which was way before we reached phase of the process.


Councilwoman Makowski asked Mr. Bertrand to respond back to this company.

She questioned the work status of the Morgan Area drainage project.


Engineer reported that the contractor is currently installing sod.  There was an issue with doing a right of way restoration over the summer months because of the heat.
