REPORTS OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL

ADMIN. & FINANCE and PUBLIC SAFETY – Co. Eicher


Councilwoman Eicher stated that she had nothing to report on Admin. & Finance.


Under Public Safety, she questioned the Business Admin. about the tree issue on Bailey Street that she brought up at the last meeting.


He responded that it had been taken care of.


Councilwoman then asked about study on One Way Streets and about the report of tickets issued on various main streets in the area.

Business Admin. seeing the Police Chief in the audience deferred the question to him.


Chief Szkodny reported that the Traffic Safety Division is conducting an analysis on the one way streets and a report is being compiled on the ticket issue, progress.


Councilwoman Eicher then congratulated the Midget and Pee Wee Cheerleaders of the Sayreville Leprechauns for making it to Regional’s and a great season.

PLANNING & ZONING – Co. Kaiserman


Councilman Kaiserman asked for the Clerk to invite the two past Mayor’s to attend the January 1st meeting and perhaps have their pictures placed on the wall along with all of rest of the past Mayors in honor of their hard work and dedication.

Councilman Kaiserman then passed out copies of a proposed ordinance that he discussed at the last meeting.  He moved the ordinance be introduced tonight and public hearing be scheduled for December 14, 2009.

ORDINANCE #112-09

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER XXX,

tree conservation and reforestation,

of the revised general ordinances of the

borough of sayreville, new jersey


Mayor stated that this protocol is irregular and would prefer that the proper protocol be followed and that it be referred to the Planning Board for their review and recommendation.

Councilwoman Makowski stated that she made the first change to the Ordinance with regards to the saplings.  She said that she also agrees with the change that Councilman Kaiserman is recommending.  She further read a recommendation which was made by Attorney Verrone which makes reference to the Ordinance that was passed in Jackson Twp. She stated that it may provide a useful model for any amendment to Sayreville’s Tree Bank Ordinance because Jackson’s Ordinance has been upheld by the New Jersey State Supreme Court on May 13, 2009.  She said that we’re merely asking for the Ordinance to be changed from $200. to $300.


Mayor stated that the increase was okay with the governing body and the planning  board but the second part of the new proposed ordinance was not approved by the Planning Board.


Mayor asked the Planning Board Chairman to come forward and address the issues.


Planning Board Chairman John Misiewicz stated that he had no problem going from the $200. to $300. and eliminating the sapling issue. He said that the Planning Board had not gone over the second part of the ordinance change.  He said that the Board needed more time to look at it and at some point a tree implementation plan should be devised and that the planner had not looked at it.  He stated that a tree implementation plan put together by the planner in conjunction with the Shade Tree Commission, the Council to see where trees should be planted and become part of the Master Plan so that it will be a permanent record of the borough.


Councilwoman Siarkiewicz asked Councilman Kaiserman if he met with the four people he put on a committee to go over and make sure it was okay with all parties involved.


Councilman Kaiserman stated that it took place through the business admin.


Councilwoman Makowski stated that there was no objection from the Shade Tree Commission.


Attorney Verrone stated that Councilman Kaiserman asked that it be put into the form of an ordinance based upon the information he had given to the Business Admin. in order for it to be discussed this evening.

 
Attorney Verrone stated that the Concept of the Ordinance that Jackson adopted was upheld in State Supreme Court was the requirement of planting of sapling being removed from the Ordinance in lieu of getting money for the trees.  That was the “concept” that the court was okay with. She said that the actual replacement numbers were left to the planning and tree experts, the court did not rule on that.

Planning Board Chairman stated that the Planning Board would like to see the Planner, the Engineer and the Attorney work with the Shade Tree Commission to further develop this Ordinance and for the plan to be shown in the Master Plan.


Discussion ensued regarding the length of time this had been discussed.


Councilwoman Makowski asked that these changes go through now and make other changes as we go along.


Councilman Kaiserman stated that there are two parts.  The first part was changing it from $200. to $300.   The second part was to change the formula for tree replacement.  He further commented that the implementation plan may cost the borough money which he is against and that the Planner had looked at it and had given him some recommendations.  He said that to justify the fee most other towns do it and our figures are a lot less than any other town.  He said he is not stalling development but keeping them accountable.  This is meant to save trees.

Councilwoman Makowski commented that in 1990 a plan the Tree Conservation and Reforestation Ordinance which is a plan to limit the destruction of trees and establish a tree bank for ecstatic, environmental and energy conservation purposes which we continue to use but all they’re asking is for these amendments to be made.

 
Mayor stated these other towns have a very complex ordinances as opposed to a cut and paste ordinance and they also have a Tree Plan in their Master Plan.  He said he would like to see a more complex ordinance adopted correctly.  He said they all agreed to the increase from $200. To $300. They also agreed to do the amendment in one comprehensive ordinance.  His recommendation  to the governing body is to allow the Planning Board to finish their work, to do a comprehensive tree plan and doesn’t want another ordinance done in a hasty fashion at council meetings but wants it done once and done right.

He (the Mayor) again asked the governing body to refer it back to the Planning Board and let them do their work.


Councilwoman Makowski stated that they are looking for two minor amendments to an ordinance which has already been approved.  She said she supports those amendments and hopes the rest of the council does also.

Councilman Kaiserman said he does not understand why this amendment is getting so much attention.  He further stated he felt two months is too long to begin with and that ordinances are living documents and can be modified and amended from time to time.


Councilman Kaiserman made a motion to approve this ordinance on first reading advertise it according to law and a public hearing to be held on December 14, 2009.

Councilman Kaiserman said she is correct.


Councilman Kelly felt that this is being rushed and there is no reason why this can’t wait until January or for planning review.


Councilwoman Siarkiewicz commented that the reason for having these different boards is for review, answers and recommendations.

At this time Mayor O’Brien opened the meeting to the public for any and all questions or comments.

Those appearing were:

· Mike Macagnone.

Commented on the polling places in the schools and the asked Council President accompany him to an Election Board Committee Meeting on December 3, 2009.  

Mayor O’Brien reminded Mr. Macagnone that the Borough Clerk is the person in charge of all elections and that she agreed with the moving of one poll.  He stated the Governing Body supports its management team and Terry Farbaniec is an important part of the management team and holds the legal responsibility with regard to all elections.

He commented on moving the poll out of the polling place from Truman and Arleth School to the Emergency Squad and doesn’t understand why this can’t be done.  He said that he just needs to know that the Governing Body is with them in making this change.

Mayor O’Brien stated they will follow the recommendations of the Clerk because she is the one who is the sole responsible party and will not being going around that in any way.
He said that he has parents and principals who brought the safety concerns to the Board of Education.  He said it has also become a parking issue and traffic issue.  He said that if the Clerk is in charge he asked for her to provide an answer one way or the other.
Mayor asked the Clerk to address the issues before the next council meeting.

Municipal Clerk Farbaniec responded that she will look into it but was not sure whether or not she would have a clear response by that date.

Councilman Kaiserman stated that he supports the Board of Education in this matter.

Councilwoman Makowski said she understood impact the development has especially with the Eisenhower School.

Mr. Macagnone stated that Eisenhower, Truman and Arleth Schools are all issues with regard to parking.
He again asked for the borough’s support.

Councilman Kelly stated that he did speak with the Police Chief and a report is being compiled by the police department.
Mayor told Mr. Macagnone that perhaps their alternatives might meet the criteria.

Municipal Clerk Farbaniec stated that although she is the Chief Administrative Officer of all Elections any recommendations she makes ultimately have to be approved and upheld by the Board of Elections.  She said she made recommendations to the Board once before and they were denied.
· Nellie Malet, MacArthur Avenue
She commented that it does take a long time to review and pass ordinances.

She then stated she was so upset about the traffic on her street due to the newly erected “No Turn On Red” sign.

Mayor O’Brien asked the Police Chief to prioritize the removal of the sign.

· Barbara Kilcomons, 22 Schmitt Street

She said she has been receiving a lot of phone calls regarding the requirement by the Fire Dept. for businesses to install lock boxes.  She said they complained that there is no ordinance requiring them to install the lock boxes and they are being required to install a certain type.  She also said that there are no State requirements either.  She said this is a costly imposition.

Response by the Business Admin. stating that this is a request coming from Fire Prevention.

Mayor also stated that he would have Construction Official attend the next meeting to address this issue.

· Dr. John Misiewicz.

Commented on the proposed change in tree ordinance.  That if there was no planting guide/plan and you remove one tree and you are required to plant four other trees, without a plan where are you going to plant them.

· Phyllis Batko, 5 Glynn Court

She said that the request to change polling places was denied by the Board of Elections , so they attended the Freeholder’s meeting to get them to put pressure on the Board of Elections.  They were told at the Freeholder meeting this should be a local decision and they felt that if they did get Sayreville’s support and went back to the Board of Freeholders and indicated to them that the Council is backing the School Board in moving the polls that would satisfy their request. Just wanted the Council’s support yes or no.  Not looking for details or studies.
Response by Mayor O’Brien that they need to get concurrence from the Borough Clerk she is the person legally responsible.

Comments made by Councilwoman Makowski that the School Board is looking for the council’s support as to if they are in agreement or not.
No further questions or comments.

Councilwoman Siarkiewicz moved to close the public portion.  Seconded by Councilwoman Makowski.
