Pending Matters

A. Waterfront Redevelopment

Dave updated the agency with good news that the developer has received
the final Wetlands approval which they worked on for the last 3-4 years.
The Pointe is still waiting for approval on the 1 acre discussed last month
and it should happen in February. No work is actually going on, they have
prepared a revised plan for the Agency and will be submitting. Dan Bush
from Maser is working on the final plans and he will probably submit to
Dave next week. Dave also discussed that no one has been assigned to
Brian’s position; his assistant Gene Dooley has been helping out and
acting in his position. Joe said the escrows have been replenished and
98% of the taxes are paid; they are working with the Tax Office.

B. Adoption of the 2017 Budget

Joe stated that the Agency accepted the budget at the last meeting so he
submitted to the State. The State had a couple of issues that he resolved.
Don Newton questioned the salaries mentioned in the budget; Joe said it
was a requirement by the State to list the salaries; the Agency is not
paying the salaries listed.
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C. Leaf Industries

Anthony Vignuolo, Attorney for the applicant briefed the Agency on the
application and the new plans that will be presented as well as the history
of the application. John Vincenti, LPE addressed the plans explaining the
concept plan and landscaping plan. They are proposing a warehouse with
50 trailer spaces. He described the one story building with office space
and 5 loading docks in the rear away from the roads. He stated 40% of
the property will be utilized for the building, parking and storage. Mike
D’Addio asked if the trailers they were discussing would be road ready,
John Vincenti answered “yes.” Mr. Vignuolo said drums will be on other
sites not stored at this site. Mr. Newton asked if the trailers on River
Road were staying there. Mr. Vignuolo said this application tonight was
not for that site. Mr. Vignuolo said the River Road site is inadequate for
this type of storage therefore they need to go to Jernee Mill Road. He
said construction of additional buildings down the road could happen but
tonight they are presenting one building.

Mr. Grobelny asked how many trailers, Mr. Vignuolo said it could be 50.
Dave asked that they explain how and why it’s being used for storage.
Mr. Vignuolo stated it was for storage in transition of products that
customers want.

Anthony lacocca swore in Anthony Foglia, Owner. Mr. Foglia stated that
any product from Jersey Cooperage to be stored at the Jernee Mill site
will only be completed product and would alleviate drums stored on River
Road.

A discussion took place regarding the storage of drums and the length of
time storage would be on Jernee Mill Road. Mr. Vignuolo referenced the
ordinance of the Redevelopment Agency regarding warehousing,
transportables and trailers. Mr. Vignuolo disagreed with the Agency
regarding to definition of transportables. After a discussion Anthony

lacocca asked that the applicant provide all information and facts
pertaining to JC’s general business operations on this site (i.e. number of
trailers, spaces needed, timing) so the Agency could compare the same
with the ordinance.
