Pending Matters

A. Waterfront Redevelopment

Dave said progress is being made under North American Properties. They had
meeting with PRU and they will provide an updated budget. He also stated that
the sign for the Bass Pro Shop has been revised to 2019 and they have been in
contact and are continuing review with the Building Department. Kevin Polston
is here to present an update to their presentation at the January meeting and
they need to know from the Agency if it meets the Agency’s expectations they
are looking for approval. He stated that the Agency may see some minor
modifications for traffic circulation and he feels the general concept looks good
and will have further development to the amended package.

Kevin Polston handed out copies of the plans and then presented the changes
made to the concept plan regarding traffic. He will be presenting a phasing plan
and then described the area for Bass Pro Shop and said the development is
moving along and they are seeking concept plan approval. After a brief review
of the plans with the Commissioners, Councilman Lembo asked about the 1500
multi-family residences mentioned on the plans. Kevin stated that these were
rental units and showed on the plan where these units would be located as
opposed to the one and two bedroom units and that multi-family was just that
wording tying them into the plan. Dave Samuel felt the residential spread out
was much better and more logical. He said Parcel B will be developed but the
plans are yet to be completed. Parcel Cis the primary site. Kevin indicated that
they have already changed some roads to handle sufficient volumes.
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Kevin announced that there will be an open public house to get the word out.
He said they have spent the last several months reformulating and want to
bring the progress out to the public. The Open House will be held on March 13,
2018 at the Senior Center. The Open House starts at 5:30 PM with an
Information Session at 6:30 PM. Dave Samuel stated he feels the Agency should
take action and approve the resolution on the Concept Plan in New Business.

B. HERCULES

Mike D’Addio stated that the Agency took action last month and just needs to
review the resolution. Joe said the resolution was in the packets. Dave Samuel
went over the permitted uses and Mike D’Addio said his only concern was the
possibility for a school. He was looking for the feelings on this issue from the
other Commissioners. Dave Samuel said it would come first the Agency before
going before the Mayor and Council.
