A. Waterfront Redevelopment

Dave stated that the restart is going well and a number of holes have been filled and ponds/lagoons in front stabilizing for the Bass Pro Shop.  Lead contamination testing is ongoing and moving forward.  The number one concern of the movement of material will be done within the next couple of weeks and will go by rail to Utah.  Brian said it will go in one shot approximately ten (10) cars only heavily contaminated radiologicals.  Mr. Travisano asked if this was still on track for 2015; Brian said he is ready to start the pad he is just waiting on the Turnpike for ramps and for a schedule.  The Turnpike has reached a memorandum of agreement.  Joe said this apparently was made public as he received a phone call from the media.  Dave said the size of the project has been approved and they are waiting for a finalized detailed agreement from the Turnpike.  Brian said the Turnpike has applied for permits to the DEP for the ramps.
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Joe addressed the issue of the Board of Education asking to arrange for attendance at one of their meetings.  Mike D’Addio felt that if they want the professionals there they need to reimburse them for their time not the Agency.  Art Rittenhouse talked about Brian doing a presentation not necessarily having the commissioners present.  Joe will find out meeting dates for Brian and keep all updated.
